Here is the first part of your summer reading for Advanced Placement English 4: Read The Iliad by Homer and do the following ten-part assignment. Divide the book into ten equal parts; for example, if your book is 300 pages, then after approximately every 30 pages, you will complete an activity. Make sure that you do the activities in order. A scholar might do research to help them understand this book, but a scholar will always give credit to their sources to avoid any accusation of plagiarism--and the attendant zero for plagiarizing.

ACTIVITIES

Divide your book into 10 equal parts and do the following activities:

Part 1 --Identify/describe the setting and explain how it sets the tone of this book.

Part 2--Characterize two or three people from this epic, giving at least one quote (with page number) that describes each.

Part 3--Describe three major conflicts in the poem.

Part 4--Find a newspaper or magazine article that pertains to the fourth section and explain how it relates to the book. (Include the article with your assignment.)

Part 5--Describe something about the novel that you really like or dislike; it might pertain to the author’s style, something the character says or does, an idea or perspective you hadn’t thought about before.

Part 6--Identify a theme of this work. Explain how this theme is developed through the plot.

Part 7--Detail how Achilles, Odysseus or another Greek leader has changed since the beginning of the book.

Part 8--Judge how Achilles, Odysseus or another Greek leader treated people who have helped him throughout his journey

Part 9--Tell us two or three things this book says about the world or about human nature.

Part 10--Write a review of the book.
