You must document (give credit) throughout your project by citing the author and page of each of the works you include/research. Examples include the following: 
1. (The Hughes Group, panel 1) 
2. (Youth Peace Council, panel 1).

IDENTIFYNG AND CITING FIGURES:

Number all of the figures (pictures) consecutively in the order in which they are used in the project (or text). That is Figure 1, Figure 2, and so on and so forth. Place this number as close as possible to the bottom left edge of the picture/figure. A descriptive caption should follow the figure number, for example: Figure 1. Victory over Violence symbol used in internet article. 

MLA: Works Cited Page:

This is the last page of the paper. In it you should list only sources that were cited within the text of the paper/project. It provides all of the information needed to locate each source. Only sources that were actually used/cited in the paper or project should be included. References should be listed alphabetically by surname. Your Reference List should include the origins of all information and pictures used in the presentation. Use a hanging indent.

IDENTIFYNG AND CITING FIGURES

Place this number as close as possible to the bottom left edge of the picture/figure. A descriptive caption should follow the figure number, for example: Figure 1. Victory over Violence symbol used in internet article. 

APA: REFERENCE LIST


The reference list is at the end of the paper/project. It provides all of the information needed to locate each source. Only sources that were actually used in researching and preparing the paper or project should be included. References should be listed alphabetically by surname. Your Reference List should include the origins of all information and pictures used in the presentation. Use a hanging indent.
