1) 22” X 28” poster depicting one of the following:	
a. Book jacket (cover)
i. Brief introduction or extract from the novel
ii. Works Cited Page (Include at least one source.)
b. Movie poster
i. Brief introduction or extract from the movie
1. Include a viewer’s or a character’s quote as part of the poster.
ii. Works Cited Page (Include at least two sources.)
1. Novel
2. Movie
c. Storyboard (Include 4 scenes from the novel.)
i. 4 main scenes or events (in order)
ii. Include paraphrased dialogue for each scene.
iii. Include a Works Cited Page (1 source) 
d. Comic book summary of the novel
i. At least two drawings from each act (or major part of novel).
ii. Include 3 lessons learned from the novel/play.
iii. Include one source on Work Cited Page.
e. Picture and analysis of one character
i. Write a brief description of your analysis of the character.
ii. Write about the importance of that character to the story.
iii. Describe the character’s major traits.
iv. Use at least two sources (Use novel and Gale Discovery Collection.).
v. Include the two sources on the Works Cited Page.
f. Detailed drawing of one scene or event.
i. Must be a major scene or event.
ii. Write your reasons for considering this scene to be of utmost importance to the story.
iii. Use two sources. 
1. Novel should be one source. 
2. Use Gale Discovery Collection for additional sources.
iv. Include all sources (at least 2) on the Works Cited Page.
